Greetings from what seems to be a 

colder than usual Prince’s Grant 

where we just completed another 

(the 17th) Prince’s Grant Club 

Championships. It was once again 

a unique experience that best           

displayed what a fantastic place 

this is. Well done to all those who 

participated. 

Our Finance Committee and Board 

met during the last week in June to 

consider various issues, including 

our management accounts for the 

first two months of the 2011/12  

financial year. The Association’s 

operating income for this period 

ca me t o R4, 76 5,4 98 w it h                

expe ndit ure at  R4,216,751,             

resulting in a nett income of 

R548,747, almost R80,000 better 

than budget and 43% better than 

this time last year. Our “profit per 

trial balance” stood at R691,536 

which is a 25% improvement on 

last year and R174,790 better than 

budget . Our Lodge has done           

significantly better compared to last 

year and we are approximately 

R30,000 ahead of budget after the 

first two months of the financial 

year. These are “early days” but a 

good start to the year nevertheless.  

With regards to improvements on 

the estate, we are in the process of 

replacing the balustrade and other 

woodwork at the Lodge as part of 

our program of gradual upgrade. 

We’ve also started with minor     

upgrades to the rooms at the Lodge 

including the replacement of the 

first bathroom. All improvements at 

the Lodge are funded exclusively 

by the proceeds earned by Lodge 

activities. On the golf course most 

of the work around the 16th and 

17th cart path are now complete 

and on the estate homeowners will 

note the introduction of a new 

speed hump just after the entrance 

to the estate.  This will hopefully  

encourage all road users to slow 

down whilst driving on the estate.
