Our 
grateful thanks to all staff involved and, in particular, to Indran, who co-ordinated the fire fighting attempts, 
Willem, Sifiso, Roy, Majozi, Adrac, Mbazo, Siyabonga, Phumakaya, Siya, Michael, Leon and Frans who, 
with the Kwadukuza fire department, worked for almost twelve hours to ensure the Estate has as little 
damage as possible given the heavy winds and the extent of the fires.
