Dear Homeowners 
 

The Board of Directors met on Saturday, 14th August 2010 a brief report on the issues discussed at the Board meeting will be circu-
lated with next week’s newsletter. 
 

The state of our Golf Course and in particular the condition of the 3rd and 4th greens is at the forefront of the Board of Directors, the 
Golf Committee and the Golf Custodians’ Committee’s deliberations. Everybody involved at Prince’s Grant is naturally concerned 
about the problems on the Golf Course and everything possible is being done to address the situation.  
 

As background, it is important to understand the extraordinary conditions we are currently dealing with. The total rainfall for the period 
1st January 2010 to 31st July 2010 is 270mm. This is the driest seven month period measured for New Guelderland Sugar Estate since 
1935 when they commenced with measurements. The average rainfall for this 7 month period over the 76 years is 576,8mm. The 
second driest period since the inception of Prince’s Grant in 1994, was in 2003 when 381,5mm was measured for the same seven 
month period. Low rainfall in itself will be problematic but would not have been as catastrophic was it not for the secondary problems 
that this brought forward. Prince’s Grant being built on sugar cane plantations suffers from a disease called “ground pearl”. This is an 
insect that is prevalent in sugar cane and is particularly problematic for paspalum grass. There are no known remedies for “ground 
pearl” other than ensuring that the grass is as healthy as possible. As soon as the grass experiences stress in the form of drought and 
management practices, “ground pearl” becomes a major problem. This 2mm small insect which in its larvae stage lives in a white 
waxy sack attacks the root system of the grass. 
 

Of interest to homeowners however, is not what caused the problem but more importantly what we are planning to do to rectify the 
situation. In this regard, we met on Monday, with the Sunshine Tour who will be hosting the SAA Pro-Am Golf Tournament from 27th 
September to 2nd October 2010 at Prince’s Grant. We also had a meeting with Sue de Zwart, one of our golf course consultants. The 
good news is that everyone is satisfied that the greens will be suitable for play in time for the SAA Pro-Am. The Sunshine Tour offi-
cials who have in the past worked extensively with Sue, are comfortable with her re-assurance on the current situation. 
 

To get the greens in good form by the end of September will however require our greens team to commence with a revised spring-
treatment program as soon as possible. Danie and his team will commence with this program on Monday, 23 August 2010, a week 
earlier than originally planned. The program will focus only on the greens and the remainder of the golf course will undergo spring-
treatment after the SAA Pro-Am. The effect of this for our members will be that from Monday, the course will be hollow-tined and top-
dressed, and the playability will as a result be less than perfect. Spring-treatment is a necessary annual intervention and we initially 
were planning to postpone it to after the SAA Pro-Am but the current condition of the greens necessitated an earlier approach.

FINANCE COMMITTEE 
 

The Finance Committee met on Friday, 13th August 2010. The total income for the first four months of the fi-
nancial year is R8 254 623, some R688 186 below budget and only 1% better than the same period last year. 
The total expenses for the first quarter is         R7 513 432, R424 342 better than expected. The result of this 
is that our nett surplus for the first quarter is R1 031 604, R139 660 below budget. The main contributors to 
the less than expected situation, is the poor performance of the accommodation and golf rounds. The consoli-
dated account will be on the confidential section of the Prince’s Grant website.
