COMMITTEES AND GATHERINGS

The Finance Committee held its meeting on 21 May
2010. The first month of the new financial year resulted
in a nett income of R393,348 against a budgeted figure
of R159,101. The committee rectified two minor errors
in the 2010/2011 budget which became apparent after
the first month’'s trading. The revised consolidated
budget will be available on the Prince’s Grant website.

One of our long standing debtors, which was caused
by a four year delay in winding up a deceased estate,
has finally been settled. It is our objective to have no
debtors owing us money in excess of 30 days and the
Committee urges all homeowners who are in default to
contact the Homeowners’ Association to make ar-
rangements to settle their accounts.
